STAFF REPORTS:


Michelle Cassaro – Deputy Director of Finance and Administration, reported the following:

· Financial figures are on track, and we are doing well financially. 

· Rates and Charges – Increased user fee for charters in addition to badging and service fees based on our cost. 


Tracey Halbrader, Finance Director, reported the following:

· Final review of the FYE26 Budget line-item changes before passage at tonight’s meeting.

Michael Peranich, Director of Operations and Maintenance, presented photos and an overview of the following:

· We had a 21-day runway closure for the phase II taxiway project to provide southern access to the cargo facilities on the south side to keep runway crossings at a minimum. Construction on this project evolved quickly and was a job well done.

· We just finished our perimeter road overhaul. We are stripping off two inches of asphalt and resurfacing the road. 

· We are looking at our own drone for pavement repairs, roof inspections, etc.

· We will be hosting an airfield electrician seminar at RFD in September.  

Zack Oakley, Executive Director, reported the following:

· The bi-annual simulated disaster drill will be held tomorrow at RFD. 

· Enplanements through March are the highest ever. Apple vacations flights experienced a 74% load factor overall. We are also on track to exceed our historic passenger enplanement numbers year-over-year. We will be sending a media release highlighting these accomplishments. 

· Apple Vacations seasonal flights will be returning in January 2026. 

· Cargo flights are seeing slight growth in frequency and landed weight.

Commissioner Castanza made a motion to approve Resolution #25-20 approving a Consent resolution authorizing submittal of Meiborg Warehousing application to the National FTZ Board seeking FTZ designation for its facilities located at 1122 Milford Ave. Rockford, IL 61109. The motion was seconded by Commissioner West and unanimously approved.


Commissioner Castanza made a motion to approve Resolution #25-21 approving a new five-year concession agreement with Skyview at Rockford, LLC. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schablaske and unanimously approved.

Commissioner Castanza made a motion to approve Resolution #25- 22 approving an amendment to the Ramp Pavement Repairs Contract with Sjostrom and Sons, Inc. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Schablaske and unanimously approved.

Ordinance #25-02 adopting the Budget and Appropriation Ordinance for fiscal year beginning May 1, 2025, and ending April 30, 2026. The motion was seconded by Commissioner West and unanimously by a roll call vote of six ayes and zero nays.

There being no further business, Commissioner Castanza motioned to adjourn the regular meeting. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Agnew and passed unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 5:40 pm.
